Health and Safety Policy and Procedure

1. Policy Statement:

The Stokesley Deanery Youth Committee is committed to the Health and Safety of all leaders and young people attending the events.
To this end the committee as representative of the whole church family is committed to:

· Carrying out Risk assessments on all venues and activities.

· Recording and Investigating all accidents and incidents.

· The child protection policy, first aid policy and fire policy.  
2.  Health and Safety Procedures  

· All Stokesley Deanery Youth Committee events will be planned at a meeting of Youth workers. A committee member will be appointed to carry out a risk assessment on all venues and events (see appendix A). If a risk assessment had been carried out previously, it will be updated.

· All Leaders will be vigilant in their work to ensure that they are aware of the content of all risk assessments. 

· All accidents will be noted and investigated by the leaders present. A report will be given at the following Deanery Youth Committee meeting and details will be minuted. The parent or guardian will be informed as soon as possible if a participant is involved in an accident or serious injury.

· The contents of parenteral consent forms will be noted by all leaders with particular attention to allergies and medication.

· Leaders are expected to intervene when a dangerous or potentially dangerous situation develops where there could be injury to members or others. All incidents will be reported by a youth leader to the respective parents or guardian. If the situation warrants the removal of a person from the event such as serious disregard for a leader, unreasonable or dangerous behaviour the individual will be removed by an appropriate person taking into account the child protection policy and the parent or guardian contacted immediately.

· A first aid kit will always be available at the meeting places and at least one leader will have been trained in first aid.

· In the event of an accident the Stokesley Deanery Youth Committee insurance company may need to be informed.

Policy Adoption & Review

The implementation of this policy will be reviewed at the first meeting in 2007 and annually thereafter.
